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LOCATION & PROPERTY DESCRIPTION 
 
LOCATION 
Green Springs is an area descriptor for the Trust Land’s parcels located generally north of I-
15 and south of the Red Cliffs Desert Reserve between Mile Posts 11 and 13.  The parcel 
which is the subject of this offering lays in the north west of this block generally north of 
main street in the City of Washington, Washington County Utah.
